MSRC Minutes for Meeting on 13/11/2008
1. Apologies

Gwen Davies, Matt Fong, Poppy Lister and Dave Cook all sent their apologies.

2. Newly appointed members of committee (Freshers)

The Chair and President Alexander Carpenter asked the new representatives for the first year regarding three things important to them ‘in medical education’ and what three things they would care to ask MSRC. The conversation one expected however sadly did not materialise. 
3. MSRC-BMA link representative
Given the rise of the Leeds BMA ‘ISC’, which one believes is an acronym for ‘Inter-School Committee’, it was decided a representative from MSRC should be responsible for ensuring healthy relations between the two student committees. Matthew Fong, whose year-long tenure ended after a successful 2007-2008 season has willingly assumed the responsibility of the newly created ‘link’ role. Congratulations and thanks be to Matt. 

4. Constitutional point

The recent occurrence of someone whom very much wished to join the committee not being able to do so, in conjunction with the constitutional allowance of relieving members of committee of their responsibilities on the basis of poor attendance, was noted. It was discussed at the meeting whether the constitutional tool permitting removal of individuals from committee by means of voting should be utilised in order to allow other keen students to join and contribute to the council. No conclusion was reached on the matter.
A conclusion regarding a slight alteration to the constitution was reached, in order to permit the creation of a second publicity representative position. The decision was taken in light of the considerable amount of work, time and effort required by the current single publicity representative role.

5. Naked Calendar

Apparently MSRC were asked by the Union regarding their willingness to be involved in a naked calendar. There appeared to be little enthusiasm in the room for such a notion.

6. MSRC Intercalating Session 

The session seems certain to go ahead with provisional dates scheduled for late January, post-exams, that being the exams which shall be sat by ‘intercalators’, or early February. More news shall be revealed regarding the ‘Intercalating Session’ as it manifests.
7. 3rd Year Handbook
The handbook has been planned to be produced during the pre-Christmas SSC and Christmas holiday period, with John and Shoena taking responsibility for its completion in principle.
8. Any Other Business
The recent ‘Phase 3’ meeting was discussed although changes are yet too be finalised and a review of ‘Phase 3’ is very much part of the Curriculum Review 2010.

A committee ‘night out’ was discussed although no firm plans were established.

It was agreed that in reference to Dr. Karen Lee’s e-mail regarding research it may be difficult to convince first and second years especially that research is of particular relevance to them. It was also agreed however sceptics could be persuaded and such an endeavour was of virtue.
