Apologies

Fresher Potential Representatives

MUMS Party

Dr. Fuller and Curriculum 2010

Dr. Fuller stated his wish to include those currently studying in fourth and fifth year on a ‘Science Panel’ for the Curriculum Review 2010 team; thankfully Greta, Poppy and Harriet volunteered willingly.

Progress Testing

More information regarding the format of the proposed ‘Progress Testing’ which is set to replace formatives in third, fourth and fifth years was presented at today’s meeting. The plan as it currently stands would be to introduce tests, that is effectively the same exam in which the student should perform better as they ‘progress’, once in spring of third year, twice in fourth and twice in fifth year. The testing would initially be introduced as compulsory but without a pass or fail rating, rather percentages would be provided detailing proficiency in the categories assessed including clinical specialities. The aim of the assessments would be as a tool and guide for students. The concept received a generally warm reception at committee, although with the caveats that the timing of the tests was of utmost importance.
Course Management Team Meetings (CMTs)

The allocation of representatives for CMTs needs to be completed in the near future. Any preferences for CMTs among committee members were requested to be emailed to the President or Vice, or any members whom served on CMTs last year and are happy to continue in their roles. The aim this year is to provide continuity for course managers where possible and quick prompt transitions where not feasible. 
Junior Doctor/Fy1 Representative

Generally a well received idea by both the Medical school and the MSRC committee, as long as everyone would be aware that limited involvement would have to be expected virtue of the Doctor’s commitments.

Publicity Rep

The role of publicity representative has been generally agreed to burden a rather large workload, therefore splitting the work between two representatives was supported by committee. 
Medic Sports teams

The university, or rather the Union, due to their lack of resources, wish to sever ties with the Medic sports teams and instead leave them attached to MSRC or Medsoc; a number of potential problems deemed likely to arise were raised, it is therefore a matter which remains under review.
Unikit

The Unikit company it has been noted have been most remiss in supplying money they promised to pay in return for advertising on the MSRC website. It was agreed that Unikit should be pestered until payment is received.
Motion for Cash Machine in Airport Lounge

It was suggested during a recent meeting with the MSRC contact at the Union that MSRC should propose motions for both a cash machine and water fountain in the Airport Lounge or Worsley Building for the upcoming Union Elections. The idea received good support among the committee.
Drug Company Sponsorship

A proposition by the President, as he envisaged accepting such sponsorship would surely raise a considerable sum of needed financial support. It was soon realised that Pharmaceutical Company sponsorship was the allegorical ‘privatisation of the health service’ suggestion and so it was agreed to drop the idea.  

Any Other Business (AOB)
A discussion was held regarding the provision of extra ‘points’, as used to rate medical school applicants, for applicants whom herald from a academically low-achieving school and although the idea was supported in earnest, it was stressed the amount of points awarded to such ‘disadvantaged’ pupils was an important factor.
