1. Key issue: Application for Intercalating 
    Discussion: 
a)              Ranking – not something the medical school does. Students are internally ranked for prizes. Standard base assessement compare to each other – don’t care. 4th yrs are ranked for MTAS. Some intercalating degree programmes want a rank in leeds. They use it to decide which projects to give a student, not who to accept and decline. In ranking (EXCEPT MTAS RANKING) all assessments are given equal value, yr1=9 assessments yr2 = 7 assessments yr3=7 assessments. E.g. the SSC 1.1 is equal to summative exam which is equal to BMS.  Note yr 1 modules are worth slightly less than yrs 2/3 because there are more modules in yr 1. 

Numerical average A/B/C/D = 6/5/4/3 etc... 

MTAS – yr 4 weighting systems gives more weight to clinical compare to theory, so yr ½ weighted at half the value of yr 3. 

Yr 3 and 4 OSCE same weighting as summative exam and same as SSC’s 

But ranking won’t make much difference; those who are good tend to be good across the board and vice versa. 

Do MSRC want to review the ranking? Remember curriculum 2010 is coming up and it all may need reviewing again then. 

b)              Honours points are changing 

  

    Outcome: MSRC feel we should keep the intercalating points the same i.e. every module holds equal weight. 

For MTAS, MSRC will look into it and get back to Pat Harkin. It’s not urgent but he would like to know by Feb/March. We asked for an A4 summary sheet of how it is done now. 

  

2. Key issue: Bursary Feedback 

Discussion: There was a meeting in the Union today, nobody present attended. There are a few options with regard to NHS bursaries.
