1. Key issue: LUU election 

    Discussion: MSRC have been approached by someone wanting to come and sit in our meeting and talk to us about his manifesto. MSRC are happy for candidates to come and talk about their plans, but as long as we advise them that as an objective group we cannot support them. The group decided that we should support and encourage medics to vote. We will not use our email to allow candidates to send out their manifestos but we will send out a general email to encourage medics to go to LUU website and view them there. If we send out any emails perhaps we should consider a disclaimer along the bottom? 
  

2. Key issue: Med students Experience Survey

3. Key issue: PALS 

    Discussion: Aimee is sorting this out. £150 needed for PALS for gifts. Also MSRC will write a letter thanking ‘helpers’. This can be then put on CV. For this we need MSRC letter headed paper. Aimee to purchase this and MSRC will reimburse – up to £50 

    Outcome: To update MSRC on progress at next meeting 

    
  

4. Key issue: Careers Fair 

    Discussion: BMA have approached Sarah from MSRC asking if they can do a careers fair. We already have a fair which the Med school organsises. Do we have 2 fairs going on throughout the year? Or ask BMA to help improve the current fair? Current fair does not have many talks. Perhaps BMA could introduce a talks-based careers fair where they encourage Dr’s from as many different specialities as possible to do talks. Currently there is a only a few talks; obvious specialities are often missed out e.g. Paeds. 

    Outcome: We need to ask BMA what the difference would be between their fair and the current fair. Current president of the society which organises this fair needs to be emailed to let them know ideas. 

    
5.    Key issue: L/T Sub-committee meeting feedback 

Discussion: 

a)   ALPSà feedback needed. Want to talk to MSRC about it for a bit more feedback 

b)   Med School à New Website. Will plug it soon ‘You say, We listened, We did!’ 

c)    NBME à Too expensive so we will not be continuing with this on an annual basis. Those who did exam will receive feedback. In future Med School plans to use the method of feedback offered in the NBME to improve feedback in other areas of the course. E.g. speciality specific marking - how well you did on Resp. System etc... 

d)   Formative examsà The plan is to get rid of formative assessments. Ian needs to clarify what is meant by this. MSRC were very against this 

e)   Feedback à Med School to provide more specific feedback to students 

  

f)      ‘On Examination’ à MOCK exam by BMJ, Ian to look into how useful a resource it is. 

g)   Travel expensesàThis is changing. There will be a banding system rather like the underground routes in London. You will receive a standard amount depending on which band you are travelling to. Money given Upfront. 

h)   Shuttle Bus systemà NOW FREE FOR STUDENTS if they have their ID badge with them. Needs publicising now – timetable will be put on our website and an email sent out 

i)      Suitable clothingà Med School want MSRC to adv female med students in particular that some people’s choice of clothing for ward based teaching is unacceptable 

j)      Application for FY1 à Is changing again, an email has or will be sent out to 4th yrs. Med School doesn’t like the changes and is complaining about it. Believed to be running out in oct, this will not be a pilot. BAD REACTION to this in the meeting. Guy to check if this is being piloted or not. Presume the new system will have the same weighting as the white box system 
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
