1.   Intro meeting -> volunteers for first day 20th Sept for MUMS.

4.30pm we should start set up for soc fair. MTC can help with tables. MTC keep stuff in APL from business fair so have as many tables as possible. 5pm start, party in full swing by 6pm. Keep reminding stalls to tidy before they dash off. MSRC need to do the final sweep to check clean otherwise we will get in trouble. Email out for volunteers when know timetables for next year.

3.   Book Sales? As book emails are becoming very annoying! Contact union and ask them how they do it. Union put 1 ticket in the book and give owner 1 ticket, they put how much they want to sell it for. Union make some money from it. They take a small percentage. Email out to whole medschool and adv them that we would be thinking about doing it in september. Dave has contacted Pat Harkin. Didnt really say much, he thought it was a good idea. MSRC shouldn’t buy the books off people and then sell as we don’t want revenue tied into books. Can we redirect them through the union book shop? This could be a lot of work for us. 

Redirect people to the union? Convenience of having it here would be good. Just have a book sale week perhaps? Dave will look into this 

  

4.   Newsletter à If anybody has any ideas can we send ideas to Aimee. Feedback from meetings. Simple things. Maybe A5 PDF – people would look at it in lectures. 
  

5.   MBChB meeting- fed back about results being published with names. This year’s course leaders won’t be course leaders next year. No need for action to be taken. Maybe bring it up at the next meeting. Can we get reassurance that someone will email around the Medschool staff and let them know? We need to know when we complain that things get done – so we can show committee what has been done about this issue. 

  

6.   Changing name, we can if we want to, but MSRC is good- is it worth changing the name? Generally no, people get it wrong but at least they know who we are 

  

7.   Change voting – committee get a larger proportion of vote. Bit unfair at the moment – it’s a popularity contest. Speak to the year and speak to the council. How much effect would it have? Is popularity a good thing, they know who those people are. Would this be too complicated to do – it would be more ideal but very difficult. Come up with ideas and revisit this. 
Law do this already. Get in touch with law and ask them how they do it? 

It is worth looking into. But must be very careful make sure we weight up all the options. To talk about this is in sept.

8.   Dare – ‘He was a very nice meeting’. Research, now need to apply for research passport – has your details on it. Problem it takes ages to do and need loads of details.  Is it a lot of work? Need projects to have the passport –this is difficult when in some courses don’t chose project until 2nd term. NHS research and patient research mainly. Ongoing issue, will come back to it. Intercalating union are worried and will try bring it to attention of Med school. Does this affect people next year. Yes It might. Will students be Contacted over summer? 
  

External students –into intercalating. Looking into ways of taking in more external students. But are deptartments big enough to run the bigger course? Students from Leeds going outside because they couldn’t get their courses – also apparently a shortage of projects as they needed more final year projects. This was just an unlucky year should go back to normal next year. 

  

Intercalating students in school of biological sci – if you fail exam in final year you can’t graduate or resit in the summer – not good for intercalating students and have to do it next yr. BioSci think it is not fair on other students for Med students to get the resit in aug. Med school think this should still happen though, as students go into 4th yr and unfair to make them resit during their 4th yr. 

  

Attendance, behaviour not good in intercalating year. Whatever you do in that year , department reports back to medical school-> go on medical school file. Should warn students if this is going to get done. Can dare send a warning email to intercalating students for next year? Can effect references and MTAS. Can we ask medschool to let students know about this? What sort of things go in the med school file e.g. formative results, etc... can we look into what it has 

who gets to add things to this record? 
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
