1.    Freshers Handbook update – from Dan. Sponsors so far are MDU, MPS and Wesleyan. Deadline – must be at the printers by 16th June. Dan estimates it will be complete by the start of June. Aimee and Laura between them to arrange picking up the handbooks from the printers (Mailbox etc). 

2.    Expenses – lots to be claimed, especially for things like print credits. Lindsay advises getting receipts from ISS for this. More to  be found out about how to claim expenses (will be found out at cash induction). 

3.    Union and Societies – Clare had more meetings with the union. They are not happy with the number of new medic societies being formed and have suggested that MSRC should be responsible for all medic societies (including sports teams, NOT including Medsoc). It is not clear what would happen to societies already under the union. More needs to be established about available funding, GIAG events and bank accounts. Do not have to be union affiliated to have an account with the union, which is a possible solution to prevent MSRC having to manage all society bank accounts. Find out what other departments e.g Law or Engineering do about this? Also problems with MSRC responsibility for events held by societies – waivers would need to be in place. 

4.    Attendance – New register, also implementing the 3 strike rule. Absence for 3 meetings in a row without apology = off the committee. This is apparently already in the constitution. 

5.    Biscuit rep – is now Laura. 

6.    Publicity for academic careers event – Bex is on it. 

7.    New sponsorship methods – suggestion from Ian about planning sponsorship for events all together at the beginning of the year. Bex has a meeting with MPS soon so will ask them about whether this is a good idea. Proposal should be made by the end of term, Dave and Bex will start on this after Bex’s integrated exam. 

8.    SLTC – Aimee wants to mention OSCE isolation policy in 3rd year, problem with communication between students. Dave and Rich to attend meeting on Monday and report back. 
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
