Trust Shuttle Bus Services – official use by students – MSRC

“Following work by MSRC reps (Medical Students Representative Council) it has been agreed by staff that from January 2010 students will be able to use the Trust shuttle service.” (see conditions at the end)

· Don’t forget you will need to your medical student ID badge in case your asked to show it

· Look for the queue of hospital staff or either a hired white 16 seat minivan or a people carrier. It usually has A4 piece of paper in the side door window indicating either:

· “CAH -> SJH -> LGI”

· “LGI -> WGH”

· “SJH -> LGI”

· “SCH -> SJH -> LGI”
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LGI bus stop - is a unmarked bus stop space (usually lined with a line of temporary railings) on Claredon Road (20 meters up the road towards the medical school from the roundabout outside near the main and A&E entrance to the LGI. (see the white circle on the pic below)

SJH bus stop – directly outside the entrance to “The William Tweddle” Clinical Skills Building, near the entrance to Gledhow Wing. Look for the “SHUTTLE BUS ONLY” area marked on the road. (see the red arrow in the pic below)
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For the WGH, CAH and SCH bus stops ask for directions at their receptions.

2) It is only to be used when students are required to move between sites due to their timetabled sessions only, during the normal working day.

3) They must wear their LTHT ID Badge at all times otherwise there will be a refusal to travel by the drivers.

4) I have assured transport there are only a small number of students who need to travel between sites during working hours, therefore there should be no noticeable strain on the service.  

5) No 2nd years are authorised to use the service, they have no need for travelling between sites during Friday mornings.
